Hurricanes Helene and Milton Impact Florida

Powerful hurricanes Helene and Milton recently struck
Florida in a devastating one-two punch that caused
widespread damage across various regions and left
residents and businesses reeling. Hurricane Helene
made landfall Sept. 26 in the Panhandle, progressing
northward, while less than two weeks later Hurricane
Milton struck Siesta Key on the Gulf Coast, moving
eastward across the state. Together, these storms
impacted numerous counties, leaving communities in
recovery mode and prompting travel advisories for
tourists visiting Florida’s popular destinations.

Hurricane Helene made landfall with ferocity in
Florida’s Panhandle with powerful Category 3

winds and torrential rains that impacted residents,
businesses, and essential infrastructure, including
local roads, schools, and public buildings. Helene’s
power was felt across Franklin, Wakulla, Jefferson,
and Leon counties, where Tallahassee experienced
substantial flooding and downed power lines.
Hurricane Milton made landfall on Siesta Key as

a Category 3, on Florida’s Gulf Coast, and moved
eastward across a wide swath of central and southern
Florida. Sarasota and Manatee counties were the first
to bear the brunt of Milton’s strong winds and heavy
rainfall, resulting in power outages, downed trees, and
property damage. As Milton moved east, it impacted
Hardee, Highlands, DeSoto and Okeechobee counties,
where local roads flooded, trees were uprooted, and
structures were compromised. Tornado warnings
dotted the path statewide ahead of Milton, and
tornadoes were the cause of severe damage to
several east coast communities.

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Travel Advisory for Visitors to Florida

As Florida recovers, both residents and visitors are encouraged to check the status of
parks, natural lands, tourist sites, and recreational areas before planning any visits.
With many popular destinations affected—especially in the Panhandle and central
regions—some parks, beaches, and historical sites may have limited access or remain
temporarily closed for repairs and cleanup.

Travelers should check local tourism websites or call ahead to confirm the operational
status of destinations in Franklin, Wakulla, Sarasota, and Okeechobee Counties, among
others. Sites such as Siesta Key Beach, Tallahassee’s historical areas, and central
Florida’s nature reserves may be operating with restricted hours or limited facilities as
recovery efforts continue.

Florida’s emergency teams are diligently working to repair infrastructure and clear
debris from public spaces. Travelers are encouraged to exercise patience and caution,
as some areas will require time to fully recover from the storms’ impacts.

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he combination of warm weather, plenty of

sunshine, and an average of 54 inches of

rain a year creates a subtropical climate in
Florida that provides a prolific year-round growing
season.

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Bonnet House Museum & Gardens,
Fort Lauderdale

By the time early settler Hugh Taylor Birch
purchased the Bonnet House Garden site in Fort
Lauderdale in 1895, it had already witnessed 4,000
years of history, according to a shell midden left by
the Tequesta people. Birch gave the property to his
daughter as a wedding gift in 1919, and a house was
built in 1920, including elaborate gardens. Today,
the Bonnet House is owned for the enjoyment of all
by the Florida Trust for Historic Preservation and is
on the National Register of Historic Places. In 2008,
a major restoration repaired hurricane damage and
returned the site to its period of significance.

The Bonnet House grounds include one of South
Florida’s last examples of native barrier island
habitat, mangrove wetlands, a maritime forest,

a desert garden, a hibiscus garden, and a main
courtyard planted with tropical vegetation. The
orchid varieties comprise one of the largest
collections in the Southeast, and greenhouse tours
are available.

Bok Tower Gardens, Lake Wales

Bok Tower Gardens is a National Historic Landmark, contemplative
garden, and bird sanctuary located just north of Lake Wales in Central
Florida, about an hour from Tampa and Orlando. Since 1929, it has
provided remarkable visitor experiences to more than 23 million
people. Historic landscape gardens, a unique Singing Tower carillon,
and a 1930s Mediterranean-style mansion provide artistic, cultural, and
spiritual enrichment.

Founder Edward W. Bok, a highly successful publisher and author,
became enchanted with the vistas from Iron Mountain, at 298 feet,
one of the highest in peninsular Florida, and began creating on the
site. The 205-foot neo-Gothic and Art Deco carillon includes 60 bells
ranging in weight from 16 pounds to nearly 12 tons.

The gardens are one of the greatest works of famed landscape
architect Frederick Law Olmstead Jr., and together with the natural
habitats, are home to more than 126 different species of birds.
Hammock Hollow Children’s Garden offers fun ways to discover the
natural world and includes three acres of nature play to teach the vital
connection between animals, plants, and people. The Kitchen Garden
is a hub for horticultural and culinary activities showcasing lifestyle
gardening and the culinary arts. The Singing Tower carillon concerts
are at 1and 3 p.m. daily, with short selections played on the hour and
half-hour.

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lorida is very pet-friendly. Many
F Florida places, not just campgrounds,

accommodate visitors with pets,
including theme parks that provide kennels,
beaches and parks that allow dogs, hotels
and motels that offer special pet rooms,
restaurants, and dog events. Larger theme
parks, such as Busch Gardens in Tampa,
offer kennel services but be sure to bring
your pet’s vaccination record along.

A site like bringfido.com lists pet-friendly
hotels, restaurants, events, and activities
worldwide. The county tourism board for
your destination is another reliable source
for planning a pet-friendly vacation.

Florida is usually hot, so it is essential that
you never leave your pet in the vehicle. On

a 78-degree day, the temperature inside a
parked car can soar to between 100- and
120-degrees Fahrenheit in just minutes, and
on a 90-degree day, the interior temperature
can reach as high as 160 degrees in less than
10 minutes, according to Petco.

VACATION

Petco care centers often offer their stores
nationwide as cooling centers. An animal left

in a hot car can sustain brain damage or even
die in as little as 15 minutes. Cracking a window
does little to relieve the heat on a hot summer
day. Signs of heat stress include heavy panting,
glazed eyes, a rapid pulse, unsteadiness, a
staggering gait, vomiting, or a deep red or
purple tongue. When outside, ensure your pet
has access to shade, shelter, and fresh water.

Dogs can get sunburned, too, so applying

dog sunscreen to your dog’s ears, nose, and
anywhere else they have bare skin or thin fur is
a good idea.

Anticipate the same amount of cool water for
a pet as yourself when participating in outdoor
activities. Avoid letting your dog drink lake

or river water that may contain bacteria or
parasites. Heartworm, a disease transmitted by
mosquitoes, is endemic to Florida. Plan to visit
a vet before your trip for a heartworm test and
pills to prevent infection.

McKee Botanical Garden, Vero Beach

Located on a tropical hammock at the southern gateway
to Vero Beach, McKee Botanical Gardens is a National
Register of Historic Places site where native plants

and exotic botanicals combine with historic structures.
Eighteen acres of natural landscape have been preserved,
providing pathways through majestic palms, ponds, and
streams accented with colorful waterlilies and orchids.
The subtropical landscape was originally envisioned for
orange groves, but the developers quickly realized it was
too beautiful in its natural state to disturb. Enhanced
with species from around the world, the 80-acre McKee
Jungle Gardens was opened in 1932 and quickly became
one of the top three tourist attractions in Florida.

A decline in attendance forced the sale and development
in 1976 of all but 18 acres, which lay dormant for 20 years.
Following a successful community effort to refurbish the
gardens, the site was reopened in 2001 as the McKee
Botanical Garden. In addition to its more than 10,000
native and tropical plants, including one of Florida’s
largest collections of water lilies, McKee is a valued
resource for cultural enrichment.

It hosts a variety of programs each season, including
world-class art exhibits, educational offerings, and
special events.

Sarasota Jungle Gardens, Sarasota

If Florida’s iconic pink flamingo is what you are looking for,
Sarasota Jungle Gardens is for you. Ten acres of lush, tropical
landscaping connected by winding jungle trails is also home

to more than 200 native and exotic animals, including birds of
prey, parrots, primates, crocodiles, lemurs, snakes, and more.
Many animals are rescued or donated - including Florida’s noted
pink flamingos. The fascinating flamingos are a favorite among
visitors who travel from all over the world to see the long-
legged, pink-hued wading birds. The flamingos are not shy and
often greet guests personally, sometimes face to face.

A family-owned and operated attraction since 1939, the

Gardens offers daily bird and reptile shows, plus one-on-one
animal interactions. The gardens date back to the early ‘30s
when a local newspaperman bought 10 acres of undeveloped
subtropical jungle and, with the help of his friend and neighbor,
owner of an adjacent nursery, imported thousands of tropical
plants from all over the world that would flourish with native
species. As the owners noticed people wandering the manicured
jungle, they started charging admission until the official opening
of the Gardens.

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Sunken Gardens, St. Petersburg

Local plumber George Turner bought six
acres in 1903 and nourished a plant collection
in the rich soil in what would become the
Sunken Gardens in St. Petersburg. His efforts
soon attracted neighbors for a stroll, and he
started changing a nickel for tours in the early
1920s. Three generations of the Turner family
continued the vision that created this unique
tropical garden with flowing ponds.

The city of St. Petersburg purchased Sunken
Gardens in 1999 as part of a community effort
to preserve the garden, located in the Historic
Old Northeast neighborhood. Thanks to the
support of area patrons, the gardens acquired
a flock of flamingoes. The city restored the
building the Turners used for a gift shop

and museum to its original Mediterranean
revival style. The site includes an orchid arbor,
amphitheater, koi pond, coconut grove, and
meditation patio.
